10.-That the Committee shall appoint one or more competent and dis-interested persons to
determine upon the merits of different exhibits brought into competition, who are to decide
according to the best of their judgement. That all disputes which may arise shall be settled by
the Committee.

11.-That the Judges shall have power of withholding prizes in every case where there shall not
appear sufficient merit, and of giving a prize in any case where there appears to be a great
merit, although there be only one candidate.
